Ljubo Sirc, economist and university teacher was born in Kranj, Slovenia, April 19, 1920; son of Franjo and Zdenka (nee Pirc). He is Co-Founder and Director, Centre for Research into Post-Communist Economies, London. 

In the Second World War he was active in the resistance and served in the Yugoslav Army, 1941-45. He was sentenced to death for political opposition and friendship with Western diplomats, 1947.  He was imprisoned in Slovenia/Yugoslavia 1947-54, and escaped to the United Kingdom via Italy 1955/56.
